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The information in this booklet is provided in order to help you make the best 

decisions about your future.  

 

All students will study a òcore curriculumó which includes English, Mathematics, 

Science, Physical Education and PSE/ Citizenship.  In addition to thi s òcore curriculumó 

students have a range of options.   

 

Before making any decisions in regard to these options it is vital that you consider both 

where your best abilities lie, and what your future plans are.  Once you have made your 

choices and started t o study, it will be very difficult for you to change ð so make sure 

you choose the subjects you are interested in, not just what your friends are choosing.  

 

We have already run a number of practice options to help us place subjects in groups 

that allow stu dents to opt for combinations that meet the needs of everyone, however, 

there will be some combinations that we cannot accommodate.  Where this is the case 

we will ensure that there are suitable alternatives available.  We are working hard to 

help students  make choices that will give them a chance to succeed.  Not all students 

will have the same options form , but we will consider every student on merit should 

they wish to study a course that is not on their options sheet.

ATTENDANCE/PUNCTUALI TY 
 

With the demands of examination courses, lessons can be very fast moving and with a 

great deal of content which is essential if pupils are to succeed.  It is very important 

that each child attends for every lesson.  Pupils missing lessons will find themselves 

falling behind the rest of the group.  When they have to ôcatch upõ on work missed, they 

double their workload.  

 

We will be working very closely with the Pupil Progress Leaders, Student Support 

Officers and Education Welfare Officers to check attendance and punctuality very 

carefully.  All  absences must be covered by a note and school must be contacted 

immediately by parents / carers of pupils who are absent.  Pupils who arrive late to 

school will have an after school detention.  100% Attendance and Punctuality are 

essential.

MESSAGE TO PUPILS ð COURSEWORK 
 

In every subject, coursework is an important element.  It can make the difference 

between a pass and a fail, a ôDõ and a ôCõ or an A and A*. 

Coursework is your opportunity to work with staff to ensure you maximise  your 

potential.  

Each subject has a published coursework requirement, which you must adhere to.  

Failure to produce a piece of coursework means you will not be eligible to sit the 

summer examination.   Coursework is designed to allow teachers to help and s upport 

you.  They will give you clear guidelines on format and content.  There will be sources of 

information and teachers will suggest examples of wider reading and research material.  

 

What you must do is follow teacher advice and complete your work early .  Once it is 

completed hand it in.  The teachers will look at it with you and may suggest where 

improvements can be made, helping you to gain extra marks.  

If your teacher only sees your coursework on the ôhanding inõ date, they cannot offer 

any help; what  you hand in at that stage will be sent to the examination board.  Your 

subject teacher is your first examiner and the Head of Department the second.  All 

coursework is marked and moderated in school before being sent off to an external 

examiner.   

 

Just l ike every other aspect of your examinations, your work will be compared, not only 

to that of other pupils in your year group, but to every child in the country taking that 

exam ð so donõt let yourself down.   Be prepared, read the guidelines and start the 

work early.  Last minute coursework is usually of a very poor quality.    

 

Check each subject for the amount of marks that the coursework carries.  In some 

subjects it is as much as 60%.  If you get full coursework marks you could gain a ôCõ 

grade before yo u complete the exam in the summer.  

 

HOMEWORK 
 

All departments will stress to you throughout the course the importance of homework.  

The style/format and expectations of each department are different.  It is up to you 

to organise your time, both short and l ong-term to ensure all necessary deadlines are 

met.   

As homework is an integral part of schoolwork your PPL will be involved with 

departments to keep a close check on you all.  Early in September you will be given a 

homework timetable, which you must adhe re to.   

 

Remember coursework is over and above the time required for homework.  Use your 

planner very carefully it will help keep you organised throughout the two -year course.  

 

 

 

 



 

English Language explores the use of language through poetry, drama, prose and non -

fiction texts.  Pupils will develop their skills in Writing, Reading, Speaking and Listening.  

In Year 10 pupils study English Language.  We follow the WJEC course of study.  The 

course is broken down into 2 par ts: coursework and final examination.  

Coursework 

The coursework component is worth 40% of the total marks .  All written coursework is 

completed by Easter in Year 10.  

Reading and Writing is worth 20%.   Pupils will produce four compulsory assignments:  

Origi nal writing: explore, imagine, entertain or  inform, explain, describe    

Shakespeare 

Original Writing: argue, persuade, advise or  analyse, review, comment  

Poetry form Other Cultures  

Speaking and Listening is worth 20%.   There are three areas of assessment:  

Group discussion and interaction          

Individual extended contributions  

Drama focused activity  

Final Examination  

The final examination is worth 60% of the total marks .  

Paper 1. Two Hours  

Section A: Reading  

Examines the reading of a prose passage fro m the English literary heritage.  

Paper 1: Section B: Writing  

Two writing tasks: One to inform / explain / describe  

                                        One to explore / imagine / entertain  

Paper 2. Two Hours

Examines the reading of non-fiction and media texts.  

Section B: Writing  

Two writing tasks:  One to argue / persuade / advise

Timeline  

It is absolutely vital that pupils keep to the essay deadlines.  

 

Reading and writing assignments are prepared in school but are mostly written up as 

homework. 

All coursework  is to be completed by the end of Spring Term in Year 10.  

Pupils will sit the English Language GCSE in the November of Year 11.  

After the results in  January of Year 11 the pupils are re -set.  

Those pupils who do not achieve their target grade will be re -entered for the summer 

examinations in June of Year 11.   

Pupils who have succeeded in attaining A* to C grades will study for a second English 

qualif ication in GCSE Literature which they will take in the June of Year 11.  

 

Obviously, English is important for every walk of life ð most jobs require GCSE English 

Language.  In order to attend universities require pupils must have achieved at least a 

Grade C in English Language.

Introduction to GCSE Mathematics  

Why study Mathematics?  

GCSE Mathematics is a qualification that is required by most employers and is needed 

for entry to further or higher education therefore it is a vital subject to study.  

Mathematics requires logical thinking and analytical skills that are used in everyday 

life.  

You will study:  

Number and Algebra;  

Shape, Space and Measures; 

Handling Data  

You will learn t he following skills:  

Numeracy;  

Logical thinking;  

Problem-solving techniques;  

How to work independently.  

ASSESSMENT  

There are two levels of entry: Foundation and Higher.  The grades awarded range from 

A* to D at Higher level and C to G at Foundation level.  Your KS3 SAT level and your 

teacher will determine at which level and for which examination board you will be 

entered.  There is no coursework requirement.  

For both examination boards there are two aspects to your assessment, the modular 

examinations and the terminal paper.  

MODULAR EXAMINATIONS  

OCR 

There are 10 module tests (M1 to M10) and these are "Graduated" in difficulty - this 

means M2 is harder than M1, M3 is harder than M2 and so on.  Each test lasts for 1 

hour and is divided into two sections; A ð non-calculator; B ð calculator.  Most 

candidates sit three modules overall.  Your teacher will advise you which are the best 

modules for you to sit.  

EDEXCEL 

There are 2 levels of entry: Foundation and Higher.  The modules are split into two 

stages, as foll ows: 

Stage 1 covers all aspects of Handling Data.  

Stage 2 is divided into 2 units, both covering aspects of number, algebra and shape.  

Stage 2 unit 1 is a multi -choice paper and Stage 2 unit 2 is a written calculator paper.  

TERMINAL PAPER  

OCR 

There are two Terminal Papers, one for each level of entry.  They last 2 hours and are 

split into two sections in a similar way as the module tests.  

EDEXCEL 

There are two Terminal Papers, and one for each level of entry.  They last 1 hour and 

are sat in two different sessions.

This course being studied by Year 10 students called 21 st  Century Science run by the 

OCR examination board.  It has been designed to create scientific l iteracy and can help 

all pupils to gain knowledge and understanding of the world around them. It has 

flexibility to cater for the strengths of individual pupils through the engaging content 

and the assessment procedures.  

 

How is it taught?  

 

GCSE science is taught by specialist teachers in specialist laboratories.  

 

How is it assessed?  

 

33.3% of the final grade achieved is gained from internal assessments (coursework). 

This is made up from a case study which is a report into a contentious and recent 

scientific issue and a data analysis piece of work where pupils mirror the work of 

scientists to solve a problem. The pieces are flexible and will be chosen to best suit the 

individual needs of each pupil.  These are marked by the teachers in the science 

department and moderated by the examination board.  

 

The other 66.7% is achieved by sitting four exams throughout the year.  

 

Where does it lead?  

 

A broad and balanced science background is essential to all pupils irrespective of their 

future studies and careers. Science teaches people to be logical and organised and 

encourages skills to enable problem solving. As we live in an increasingly technological 

era an understanding of how the world around us works is vital.

The course is designed to develop skills and techniques as well as knowledge and

The assessment for the National course is 100% coursework. Pupils have to build up a 

portfolio over the course that shows the meet the criteria laid out.

The course is designed to give pupils a broad introduction to the catering industry as 

well as giving them the opportunity to develop a variety of practical skills.  

 

The 4 compulsory areas of study are:

There will be a double practical lesson and a single theory lesson each week.

What is the course about?

This course has been completed for the last four yea rs at Childwall and there have 

been a high number of pupils who have gained a grade C, or above, culminating in over 

50% in the summer of 2008.  Additionally 100% of the pupils, who opted for ICT,

G.C.S.E. Drama follows on from drama work studied at Key Stage 3 (Years 7 ð 9).  You 

will develop your improvisation and acting skills to a higher level.  You will also look at 

plays in more detail and look at different ways of bringing a script alive on s tage.   

 

The 60% coursework part of the GCSE. Drama course consists of practical  

performance work and a written notebook of evidence.  During your course  

you will take part in TWO different workshops that will be marked by your  

teacher.  

 

In the first of the workshops you will use all that you have learnt  

about Drama to explore your responses to a range of material presented to  

you by your teacher.  In the second workshop you will explore a play and show your 

understanding of drama by tak ing part in a number of exercises based on the play.  You 

will be assessed on your practical work and on the supporting notes you keep during the 

workshops. 

Examination  

You will take part in a play that you have created as a group or rehearsed from a scrip t.  

You can either be examined on your acting skills in the performance or on your design 

and technical skills (stage design, costume, masks and makeup, lighting or sound).   

You will perform the play in front of your teacher and the examiner will be prese nt at 

one of the performances.  

As well as acquiring the skills involved in creating and performing Drama, you will also 

be able to acquire skills in working with others, problem solving and communication.   

You will find that Drama will help you feel more self -confident and prepare you to deal 

with a range of different situations and people.  

You may wish to take a GCSE in Drama for its own sake, perhaps to form the basis of a 

future interest or as part of a range of other subjects.  Or you might wish to go into a 

job where it is useful to have had experience of Drama, or where you will need to use 

some of the skills developed during this course.

Topics covered in Year 10 are: - 

1. The restless earth (volcanoes  and earthquakes)  

2. Water on the land (rivers and floods)  

3. The coastal zone (coastal land forms, rising sea levels and coastal management)  

 

Topics covered in: - 

1. Population change (world population growth and control,  ageing population, 

migration issues)  

2. Changing urban environment (urban land use, problems of life in favelas, 

sustainable development of towns & cities)  

3. Tourism (growth of global tourism, management of tourism in UK, National Parks, 

tourism in extreme environments)  

 

This course gives a clear view of our world in the 21 st  century.  

 

Assessment of the Course  

Modular assessments can be completed in Years 10 and 11 and are worth up to 75% of 

the final mark.  

Students will participate in fieldtrips to collect data as part of a controlled 

assessment.  This fieldwork write up is worth up to 25% of the final mark.  

 

Key skills  

The study of Geography at GCSE offers the opportunity for pupils to develop key skills 

in communication, graphical and map skills, ICT, lite racy and numeracy, problem solving 

skills and working with others.  

 

How this subject will be useful in the future  

 

Geography is an important subject because it encourages students to develop a wide 

range of skills.
